Student Code of Conduct: whilst at school
School attire will be: USS polo shirt in team color (provided), USS badge (provided), black/cream/olive green/grey trousers, closed toed comfortable shoes.
Girls may wear a knee-length skirt in one of the colors listed above; however, students are required to sit on the floor and climb stairs so short skirts are NOT allowed.
